They also spent the last week of February in New
York. and in addition to loads of interviews for TV,
radio and press, they were also shooting the video
for “It’s No Good”, the second single from “Ultra™,
which will be released on 31st March. Radio One
and two US radio stations ran competitions in
January. The winners, Anita Cox from Barnet,
David Vasquez from California and Liz Pederson
from Illinois won the chance to go to New York,
and were used as extras on the video shoot.

tracks, all written by Martin Gore. The album, produced by Tim Simenon,

was recorded at various recording studios in London (Abbey Road.
Eastcote, Westside, Strongroom, RAK), New York (Electric Lady) and Los

Depeche Mode were scheduled to do the first round
of promotion back in December 1996, but on their
return from a video shoot in Morocco, Dave and
Martin suffered a bout of food poisoning and had to
stay in bed for a few days. Unfortunately, this led
to much of the promotional activities being re-sche-
duled or cancelled.

Just before the end of 1996, the band did interviews

and photo sessions for (Q Magazine (March
issue/released on lst February 97), a two parter in the New
Musical Express (cover on 22nd January 97/part two released on
29th January 97), The Guardian Magazine Friday Review (7th
Feb 97) and a six-page history of the Band (using NME cuttings)
appeared in VOX magazine (29 Jan 97)). Dave did a photo session
and interview for an American fashion magazine Details (March or
April edition). |

Radio (please, note that the following refers to the UK only)
“Barrel Of A Gun” was played for two weeks on Radio 1 during
the Mark Goodier show (premiered on Dec 30, 1996) and was also
featured on Pete Tong’s Essential Selection, Jo Whiley and Stuart
Maconie’s programme. The single was put onto Radio 1°'s A list
on 10th February and regular plays were secured on GLR, Radio
Aire, City FM, Viking FM and West Sound. GLR’s Gary Crowley
had the Band on his show on 30th January, with a competition
running on the same show. Fletch was on Radio 1 to launch a
competition on the Mark Goodier show and Dave was interviewed
on Radio 1 by Mary Ann Hobbs on 12th February.

TV (please. note that the following refers to UK TV only)

The TV premiere of the single was on I'TV’s The Chart Show on
January 11 (video exclusive), followed by Top Of The Tops (Jan
31). MTV’s “Hot” (Jan 11). The Box (Jan 11), Videotech (Jan 30).
Towards the end of January, “Barrel of a Gun™ moved up to
Breakfast Extra rotation on MTV with around 17 plays a week
throughout the day and an interview will be shown in April. Other
Depeche Mode TV appearances included another performance on
the Top Of The Pops (Feb 14), a feature on Ozone (Feb 9) and
The Big Breakfast on Channel 4 (Feb 27).

Gone are the days when

artists released live LPs purely as a quick and easy way to fulfil contrac-
tual obligations. No more are we fed a haphazard collection of songs
that sound likely they’ve been recorded on your dad’s Fidelity music
centre. Now the capturing of the “live experience” has become as tech-
no obsessed as the studio variety and, as Depeche Mode have proved
themselves at the forefront of that environment. so they've come up
with a double LP celebrating their last US tour that’s as clean as Mary
Whitehouse’s diary, but with rather more going on between the lines.
So clean, in fact, that on many of the 17 tracks here, there’s little ditfe-
rence from the original records, with even Dave Gahan’s famed live gut-
tural yobbo yells being mixed down to give added emphasis to his
remarkably strong vocals. Most live albums try too hard to recreate
atmosphere at the expense of the quality of the songs. The recent
“Rank”™ from the Smiths being a good example. They sound, quite sim-
ply, a bit ropy.
