Dear Bong, -
| felt 1 had to congratulate Depeche Mode on their best ever

~album, “Ultra™. Since buying the CD, I haven’t stopped playing
it. My review follows:

“Barrel Of A Gun” was the excellent first single which
maintained the grunge element of “Songs Of Faith And
Devotion™ with a little bit more synthesisers and a truly
memorable chorus.

“The Love Thieves™ has a dark, moody intro but soon picks up
in tempo with plenty ol great synth pieces, a good chorus,
brilliant vocals from Dave. Mr. Gahan’s voice sounds excellent on
all of his songs in fact. I love the guitar piece that concludes this
song.

“Home” is my favourite Depeche Mode song sung by Martin.
It starts with a fairly up tempo drum beat, fantastic vocals and
magic strings. It gets better with each play and will make an
excellent single.

“It’'s No Good” is the second single from “Ultra” and the
second Top 5 hit this year. It is a song that would have been very
much at home on “Violator™ and is absolutely wonderful. Electro
pop at its best.

“Uselink™ is only a couple of minutes or so but this
instrumental must not be overlooked as it is a really good piece of
synth music. Good to see Daniel Miller get in on the act.

“Useless” is rumoured to be the next single and certainly
deserves to get in the Top Ten. It has a pounding drum beat intro
tollowed by heavy electric guitar that merges well with the
electronics. A great chorus too.

“Sister Of N ight” is a very haunting song that again would be
at home on “Violator™ as it is typical Mode electro pop with an
intro that ex-band member Vince Clarke would be proud of.

“The Jazz Thieves” is the other instrumental and like
“Uselink™ it is an excellent moody track, a very bassy jazz
-pastiche.

“Freestate” has an intro reminiscent of “Clean” but then
when Martin’s guitar playing begins it sounds more like a bluesy
“SOFAD”™ track. It has a nice uplifting chorus though.

“The Bottom Line” I feel is less typical of Depeche Mode.
Martin's vocals are as excellent as ever. Jaki Leibezeit plays what
sounds like ‘real’ percussion unlike the electronic variety played on
the other tracks. A nice bit of steel pedal guitar from B.J. Cole too.

“Insight” is perhaps my favourite song on “Ultra”. It has
a wonderful ambient feel good nature with a gradual built up,
great chorus and a truly memorable intro with Martin singing
“You've gotta give love’ repeatedly.

“Junior Painkiller” is buried at the end of the CD and is a two
minute reprise of “Painkiller”, the B-side of “Barrel Of A Gun”.
Its inclusion is a nice surprise as it is not mentioned at all on the
packaging and everyone who bought the record or cassette would
not know until they played “Insight”. Howevér, the CD player
revealed to me that there was a 12th track and so the element of
surprise was gone, sadly....

So. four vears of waiting and Depeche Mode have surpassed
themselves this time. The marriage of svnths and guitars is a joy
to listen to. Full marks to the band. the guest musicians and, of
course. Fim Simenon for producing an excellent uplifting album
and not the tuneless dirge the musie press believed it to be.

If the proposed Greatest Hits album is released, the extra two
or three songs will have to be produced by Tim. He is surely
a genius. | also can not wait to see Depeche Mode live in 1998.
T'he launch party at Adrenaline Village, London will certainly
prove that Depeche Mode can hack it live.

the summer of 1994, the band has not produced any new
pieces of music since the spring of 1993. The long break
held many thousands of fans in a state of uncertainty and
almost despair. Still, when we first heard the new songs of
the perpetually renewing Depeche Mode, I am sure that
everybody was overcome by some kind of a inner trembling.
The first listen to the new album will remain an experience
tor life. Some sort of a magic spell reaches you, a spell
which takes hold of you for years....

The first thing that attracts attention is that the album is
relatively long. The length of almost 59 minutes promises to
be a good omen. Instead of the usual nine or ten, there are
twelve songs. The interviews also indicated that we can
expect maturity in their music because of the erowing flood
of session musicians. Much can be ouessed from the
statements made by the band’s members....the music,
however, should speak for itself.

The familiar sounds cleave the air....“Barrel Of The

Gun™! The opening drums blow your head off. The singing

1s almost unrecognisable because of the distorting effects,
the music is quite chaotic.... The song clears up by the
second verse.

..... The next song is called “Home”. A word which has
always taken up Martin’s attention, a word which appears
on each and every album. The faltering sensuality of the
chorus undoubtedly indicates that the song 1s a perfect fit
lor Martin. Somehow, it could not be sung by anyone else!
T'he rising musical atmosphere in the refrain becomes
complete with the stringed instruments and the ouitar
joining in.

Night”. By the lyrics, this song may well be compared to “Waiting
IF'or The Night”....the words like fire, flame and burns becoming
characteristic of the soul. The strange sound of the guitar creeps
in and re-occurs time after time. The beseeching lines of the
chorus bring about a possibility of recovery....you heal me, hey
sister, | feel it too. After the touching refrain, everything seems to
run mad....sharp and almost harsh drum breaks the silence. Then
the intermezzo comes to the end and everything is quiet again.
T'he music is angelic and the chorus is prominently good.

“Jazz Thieves”, the second instrumental. Brilliant. It almost
feels as if this theme was the brother of Recoil’s “Freeze”. The
xylophone accompaniment makes the song even more interesting. |
sometimes would not mind listening to these instrumentals only....

“Freestate”, a promising song. Somehow, there is always a
song on every album that touches me at the very beginning. | feel
it here as | did in the case of “Walking In My Shoes”.
